The company closed the 2021 fiscal year with a total of 3,435 associated hotels and 316,619 rooms, a figure that reaffirms it as the undisputed leader of a ranking that this year also includes, for the first time, soft brands of the world's leading hotel chains.

This is the 10th consecutive year in which the Hotusa Group's hotel services area has topped this ranking. For the last nine editions it did so through Hotusa Hotels, a company that recently merged with Keytel, consolidating the new company as the leading alliance of independent hotels on a global scale.

Grupo Hotusa's hotel division, also on the rise
Eurostars Hotel Company (EHC), the hotel division of Grupo Hotusa, also recorded upward results in the section of the HOTELS Magazine ranking relating to the development of hotel chains. Thus, in the classification based on growth by number of rooms during the 2021 fiscal year, Eurostars Hotel Company climbed eight positions with respect to the previous year, rising to 70th place. During this period, the chain added nearly 2,000 rooms and added 15 new hotels, from 212 to 227.
